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Having been used for interdisciplinary research, Eng/ shiki (the Protocol of the
Engi Era), has various elements to attract researchers, educators. and students.
Its potential is not limited to Japanese history but also has significance in world
history. Unfortunately, however, this source is not well known. Through exchanging
ideas and questions during this conference, we aim to highlight the possibilities of
Engi shiki and explore an effective use of it in both teaching and research settings
on a global level. We also aspire to expand international academic networks. We
